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	OPENING CEREMONIES
	Jennifer Huscroft advised that comedian Brent Butt has confirmed to be the headline entertainment for the Opening Ceremonies.  The contract has been signed and a deposit of $4,500 will be sent to secure the services of Mr. Butt.


	CHILDREN’S PARADE/PICNIC
	Melanie Griffith reported that she has met with the Little League Baseball committee to confirm their commitment to organize the Children’s Picnic. They will plan for 250 hot dogs, juice boxes, etc. this year.  Melanie will be working on prize donations.  James Gates committed to looking after the traffic control for the Parade.


	GRAPHIC DESIGNER
	The Graphic Design committee (Andreas/Jennifer/Melanie) presented the final draft designs for the ‘logo’ and for social media/posters, etc.  Good job Andreas, Jennifer and Melanie, and our appreciation to Kootenay Employment Services for their assistance with this project.


	MIDWAY
	Bev Caldwell reported that Shooting Star Amusements has been presented with a possible location for the midway, the vacant parking lots on either side of Millennium Park and a piece of the College or the Rockies lot, they will advise in the next few days if this location works for them.  The Creston Community Complex will not allow more space for the midway and required a shuttle service and alternate parking to be arranged while the midway was set up on that site, if used. Shooting Star Amusements did not seem keen on setting up on the outskirts of Town, such as at the Ramada Hotel property. The Farmers’ Market has been requested to relocate to the Rec. Centre for the Blossom Festival weekend to free up the space adjacent to Millennium Park, we are waiting their decision.


	BBQ
	Bev Caldwell advised that the kitchen and Creston Room at the Rec. Centre has been reserved for the BBQ on the Sunday afternoon. Bev will look into the availability of the Legion Hall for that day and perhaps the location could be changed to that Hall.  Bev has spoken to Demetre and he is available to make the chilli and salads if we wish.  Chisa was not available to attend the meeting today and Bev had agreed to work with her in organizing the BBQ.


	WEBSITE
	Andreas Kamp, Jennifer Huscroft and Bev Caldwell had a very productive meeting with Dennis Materi to discuss changes/updates to the website. Dennis was more than willing to work with us to transition over to a new website (Wix), through Kootenay Employment Services. We are hoping that the website will be up and running before Blossom Festival, but in the meantime, forms, etc. can be uploaded through the Facebook page. Andreas will keep Dennis informed of progress as we proceed through this major project.


	SCHEDULE OF EVENTS
	The Schedule of Events from the previous year was reviewed, Bev has contacted several organizations to determine if they are proceeding with their events again this year, the majority have confirmed in the positive.  James Gates will approach PAWS to ask if they would be willing to host some sort of ‘dog’ event; Sam Phypers will contact the organizers of the Pow Wow;  Melanie will contact KRSS (Karen Hawkins) to ask if they would be interested in an online ‘contest’ (voting) for the best artwork for the Art Walk, with possible prizes from the Blossom Festival Assn.; and, Bev has contacted the Knights of Columbus to ask if they can host an event instead of a Western Breakfast, as their membership is dwindling and aging out and they may not be able to host a breakfast this year.
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	EVENT PHOTOGRAPHER
	Jennifer Huscroft to look into advertising through Facebook an ‘Expression of Interest’ for a photographer or qualified ‘volunteer’ to be our event photographer and report back at the next meeting. KRSS does not have a photography program this year.
