	BUTTONS/PINS FOR THE 83rd FESTIVAL

	SATURDAY NIGHT PERFORMANCE
	Brian Fladhamer reported that BCDC and ProAudio has been contracted for performance and audio support for the Saturday night event.  Loretta and Brian toured the Creston Community Complex and the Kootenay Room and the Arena will be required for the Saturday only (can accommodate 1,500 people on the floor of the arena with no chairs, and 2,500 total with the bleachers).  A contract will be forwarded by the Community Complex shortly, which will identify costs, etc.  Loretta will be circulating to members an updated Project Proposal and a floor plan for the event. It is proposed to have online ticket sales ready to go by April 1st. Thank you Loretta.
It was approved at the last meeting that Brian and Loretta had authority to contract with a local performer to perform at a cost of $1,000.

Brian and Loretta will meet with Tyler Nixon to discuss security needs, and to also ask if security for the Friday night Teen dance would be available, before we book with a security company out of Cranbrook.
